Steve Elias, M.D., F.A.C.S., F.A.C.Ph., director of The Centers for Vein Disease at Englewood Hospital and Medical Center and Mount Sinai Hospital in New York has been named by Vein Magazine as one of the 25 most influential professionals in vein care worldwide. Dr. Elias developed the concept of a dedicated Center for Vein Disease at Englewood Hospital and Medical Center in 2001 and was named director at Mount Sinai in 2007.
